The school is broken into two years of study: Module 1 teaches students how to be mature disciples of Jesus and
church leaders, and Module 2 focuses more directly on developing students into future church planters and
missionaries. During the summer, students in both Mods are required to participate in a short-term mission trip.
This application is for the first year of the training school, Mod 1, but will be kept on file should you decide to apply
for Module 2.
